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Fort Unncouver High School

Under the federal “No Child Left Behind” law, schools must demonstrate Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in basic subject ar-
eas. Performance data must be broken down in multiple subgroups. Through the 2013-14 school year, four measurements are
used to meet the federal mandate in Washington State.

1. Performance of 3rd—8th graders on the Measurements of Student Progress (MSP) and 10th graders on the High School
Proficiency Exam (HSPE) in reading and writing and the End-of-Course (EOC) exam in math,

2. 'The rate of unexcused absences for students in grades 1-8,

3. 'The graduation rate for high school students, and

4. Participation rate of 95%.

Fort Vancouver High School did not meet Adequate Yearly Progress in 23 of 37 categories. Fort Vancouver is in Step 5 stage
of improvement.

School Improvement

Fort Vancouver also uses Student Learning Plans to gauge the progress of each student. The Student Intervention Team meets
several times a year to monitor and discuss each student’s progress.

The ESEA law requires that all teachers who teach core academic subjects be highly qualified. Full certification, a bachelor’s
degree, and demonstrated competence in subject knowledge and teaching are required to be highly qualified. In 2013-14,
99 percent of Vancouver’s teachers met or exceeded these standards, and they continue to improve their knowledge and skills
with ongoing professional training.
